Highlights of the month 
 

 The equity market performance grew by 1.2% in Feb 2018 with higher 
foreign purchases. 

 The ASPI increased by 2.9% over the period 01 Jan 2017 to 28 Feb 
2018. 

 Foreign investors brought LKR 2.0 billion on a net basis in Feb 2018, 
resulting in a net inflow of LKR 6.1 billion during the year to date 2018. 

Fund manager’s outlook 

 ASPI gained 1.2% while the more liquid S&PSL 20 Index declined by 0.8% for February 2018. 

 Net foreign buying on the bourse remained buoyant at over LKR 2.0 billion net for the month of February. 

 Earnings are expected to be under pressure with the implementation of the Inland Revenue Act (w.e.f – 01 April 2018). 

 Moreover, post local government elections, foreign investors are expected to closely monitor political developments in Sri Lanka. 

 We plan to maintain the current low allocations to equity. 

Fixed income outlook 

 

 The benchmark 364 day Treasury bill rose by 59 basis points to 9.5%, while longer term bond yields picked up across the board during the 

month of February 2018. 

 Foreigners have been net sellers of treasury securities during the month of February. 

 Expected increases in US interest rates coupled with higher oil prices are expected to add pressure on domestic rates. Given the volatility 

witnessed we will invest in shorter tenure instruments.
